The impact of growing leisure travel
is especially felt in tourist regions that have to cope va#asonal changes in transport demand
and road congestion because of high levels of private car use. An inefficientsatyamof mobility
can lead to a decrease in tlatractiveness of a destinationAlso, destinations need to develop
new productsfor growing target groups like lowost travellers; ageing tourists that do not want to
drive a car; and tourists demandingssainable holidays.

Severalnational guidelines on Mobility Managementvere producedin 2011. One guideline
concerns MaxLupo (i.e. how to use Mobility Management in land use planning) and was published
by the Swedish Transport Administration (ST#eingadapted from the findings from the EU
project MAX. STA also published a national diideon how to work withMM during road
constructions. Finally, the Swedish Association of Local Authorities and Regions published
guidelines on how to work witMM in transport planning.

by the Swedish Transport Administration, STA. Step 1 is behavioural change, step 2 more efficient
use of existing infraeucture, step 3 improvement of existing infrastructurestep 4 new
infrastructure.

Step 1 can consist of MM measures.

In some of theRegional Transport Infrastructure Investmt Plans (RTI) and the Regional
Development Plan®MM or behavioural measures are pointed out as important parts of the
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development of the transport systerMM centres or projects exist in a majority of the regions in
Sweden and regional MM networks are being established in the larger regions. Funding is reserved
for MM measures in the RTI in some regions.

At local leveMM is increasingly integrated in spatigdlanning Several cities have implemented
traffic plans with the overall aim of creating a more sustainable transport system. Local
private/public networks have been funded to support more sustainable transportation. Transport
strategies are developed iregeral municipalitiesand MM measures are often integrated into
these strategies.

Many regions have been startimggional mobility centres/offices This applies for instance for
Stockholm, Gothenburg, Skane, Dakar Kronoberg/Kalmar/Blekinge, Gavleborg, Véasternorrland
and UmeaMobility centres work actively to engage municipalities, private companies, regional
bodies and organisations to create a sustainable mobility in the regions.

The local levei,e. cities aaxd communitiesjs strongin engagement in MM, but weak in financing.

The mssibilities to travel by public transport to the tourist destinations analysed differ a lot. In
general,it is easier to travel to the winter destinations, but that also depends on the size of the
destinationitself.

This action aims to establish local network groups acting as forums where knowledge between
tourism and public transport planners within the mupiglities can be transferred. These forums
have been very successful with big interest shown from all parties.

The information package mentioned above was produced in Swedish amslat@d into English
and German.

Measure: Improved distribution channels targeting visitors
Actions:
- Increase of information placegaining for local entrepreneurs

An inventory of information places and the kinds of information provided was carried out. The
inventory also included ticket selling points in Bohusléan. The analysis showed that there are many
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more information about this will be promoted instead of increasing the actual number of selling

points. The action also aims to increase knowledge through trainings among local stakeholders. A

parking seminar was cardeout in November 2013. #haining onpublic transport information for

tourism decision makers (who will forward the information to tourism staff) was conducted in

February 2014, and an additional training is planned.

The SEEMORE project agreed on an emissicalation tool that was implemented on the website
of Fyrbodal. The tool was also presented to other stakeholders such as the public transport
authority and tourism board so that they can implement it as well.

Measure: Market incentives sustainable mipil
Actions:

- Training for civil servants about parking policies
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A training on parking policies was organised for civil servants. The seminar was much appreciated;
it increased the knowledge on parking policies but also created a network of civil semaahkisg
on similarissuedn different municipalities.

Measure: Collective transport for tourists
Actions:
- Better PT to tourist destinations and rural areas

The seasonal traffic was improved through the train line to kiyskat opened for 7 weeks in
summer 2014. Lysekil is one of the bigger towns along the coast and is normally reached by bus or
car. The train line had been closed for passenger traffic for many years, but was opened in 2014 as

- Extended high season traffic

This actioraims to investigate the needs and lacks of connections to destinations/attractions, to
start discussions with Vasttrafik and private operators on improvements to certain areas and look
into the possilities to extend the high season.

Measure: Intermodal solutions
Actions:
- Possibility to bring bike on bus/train

The action aims at lobbying towards Region Vastra Goétaland, PT operators and commercial
operators to allow bikes on buses/trains and to perfarpilot test for bikes on trains in 2013. The

test realised in summer 2013 was extended. It is now possible to bring 8 bikes per train during the
summer, and up to 6 bikes per train during the rest of the year on all trains operated by the public
transportcompany Vasttrafik in the region of Vastra Goétaland. Through the SEEMORE project, the
Fyrbodal association of municipalities sent a written communication to the public transport
authority regarding bikes on buses.

- Increased bike rental at hotels

In orderto raise the interest for and accessibility of sustainable tourism, this action seeks to
investigate the interest among actors for bike renting at hotels. High interest was shown and the
plan was to present this measure together with the mobility informagpackage, luggage service,
real time public transport information, etc. Bike rentals were established by some hotels, but an
extended network of bike rentalwas postponed until the bike map and bike travel planner are
developed.

- Possibility to transporuggage for hikers, bikers, kayakers, etc.
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SEEMORE seeks to investigate and discuss possibilities among actors to transport luggage for
hikers, bikers, etc. and look at best cases from other destinations to create a transport route. In
the region, some hiels and camping places provide luggage transport on a small scale. A further
development of luggage transport was postponed until the bike map and bike travel planner are
developed.

Measure: Bicycle/walking services
Actions:
- Bike lanes/routes; what is nded in signing, missing links

This action led to a GIS inventory conducted by Trivector. It is now completed and a report was
sent out to all partners involved such as the regional department of regional development, the
municipalities, the tourism boaretc. Through the SEEMORE project, a bike map will be developed
for the seven SEEMORE municipalities and five additional municipalities. A bike map and bike travel
planner will be developed to cover the area from Stromstad and the Norwegian border to
Gotherburg. These tools are to be launched in February/March 2015.

Measure: Sustainable mobility planning
Actions:
- Training local tourism and transport planners

A seminar was organized in February 2014 where the officials responsible for tourism were invited
along with representatives from the public transport company. The seminar was much
appreciated.
